What Can You Do To Help 
Prepare Your Child 
For School In 2010? 

 
 

·  Make sure your child attends the Transition Days during Term 4, 2009. 
 
·  Tell your child what school is for, what they will do there and who will be there 

with them e.g. friends or brothers and sisters. 
 
·  Let them wear their school uniform before they start school so that they are 

comfortable in it. Let them practise getting in and out of it by themselves, 
especially jumpers. 

 
·  Practise taking a packed lunch places. Go through what is for recess and what is 

for lunch, and how to use a lunch box e.g. putting the lid back on. 
 
·  Let your child spend some time away from the family e.g. stay at a friend’s house 

for the day. Accustom your child to not having you around all the time. 
 
·  Coordination may make it difficult for some children to do up their shoelaces. If 

so, Velcro shoe fasteners make things easier for the teacher. 
 
·  Help you child to learn to write their name, if they cannot already. 
 
·  Name all of your child’s belongings! 
 
·  Whatever you do, don’t tell school horror stories from when you were a child e.g. 

“I wasn’t any good at Maths” or “I was always in trouble”. 
 
 



 

Your Child’s First Year At School 
What Will They Learn? 

 
Miss Kim Thornton will be the Prep teacher at Edenhope College in 2010. She has 
previously taught Years 1 and 2 at Edenhope College for five years. She uses the 
Early Years Program to teach Literacy and Numeracy. Miss Thornton will continue to 
be the Early Years Literacy Coordinator. Miss Kathryn Duncan will continue as the 
Junior School Manager. She will also be the Early Years Numeracy Coordinator. The 
Early Years Program is used from Year Prep, right through to Year 4. 
 
The Early Years Program is designed to meet the individual needs of students. 
Students are grouped and set work at their level rather than all the students completing 
the same tasks. This ensures students are not bored by being taught things they 
already know. They are not confused by what they don’t understand. The Early Years 
Program is all about individuals. 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Reading 
 

At the start of the Prep year, the students will be bringing home books that are very 
repetitive and may contain lots of rhyming. The students read them through 
memorising the words and looking at the pictures. 
 
As the students learn the alphabet and some simple words they will progress to books 
that contain some simple words such as 'I', 'me' and 'at'. They will rely heavily on the 
pictures. Students will begin to use the meaning of the text to work out what word 
should come next. Some students will also begin to use the initial sound as a clue to 
what a word will say. 
 
Towards the end of the year, your child should be reading many more simple words 
like ‘for’, ‘you’ and ‘look’. They would be reading for meaning and sounding out 
words to work out what they say. Your child will still need the pictures to help them 
read, so please don’t cover them up! 
 



 

Writing 
 
At the start of the school year, your child will probably write using unknown symbols 
(scribble). 
 

As your child learns the alphabet, they will move into the beginning stage of writing. 
This is a combination of letters and unknown symbols. Spaces and full stops will start 
to appear and their writing will go from left to right. 
 

You child will progress to become an emergent writer. This means that he or she 
will write independently. They will have clear spaces and spell words with the initial 
and ending sounds. They will be able to write some simple words like ‘I’, ‘to’ and 
‘the’. 

 
Numeracy 

 

By the end of the Prep year, students should be able to: 
 

·  Rote count to at least 20 

·  Count a collection of over 20 objects 

·  Read, record and order single digit numbers 

·  Compare and order a collection of 20 objects 

·  Recognise and write numerals to at least 10 

·  Count all counters to find the total of two collections 

·  Compare, order and match objects by length 

·  Compare, order and match objects by mass 

·  Know o’clock time 

·  Use informal units e.g. paper clips to measure length 

·  Know all days of the week and months of the year 

·  Sort simple shapes 

·  Use every day language to compare shapes e.g. a square has four sides all the 
same 



Your Child’s First Year At School  
The Books They Will Use 

 
Classroom teachers order all school books and stationery. They are paid for through 
the College Parental Charges – Parent Funded Materials and Services. A letter will be 
sent home at the beginning of each year asking parents to cover and label their child’s 
books. 

Most years students have a scrapbook for each of: 

·  Maths 

·  English 

·  Writing 

·  Integrated Curriculum and 

·  Homework 

They will also have: 

·  a Dictionary and 

·  a Reading Diary

A trained volunteer from the community teaches 
 this lesson, and the classroom teacher is in the room to assist. 



Parent Helpers 
 

 

At Edenhope College, we are proud of the relationships we have built up with parents 
and other community members. Our teachers always appreciate help and we have 
many regular visitors to our classrooms. 

Helpers can change books, type stories or help students during the Early Years 
lessons. Children get really excited when their parents come into the classroom; it 
does not need to be on a regular basis if you do not wish and you don’t need an 
appointment. 

All visitors to the College need to sign in at the College Office and wear a ‘Visitor’ 
badge. Helpers at Edenhope College are required to undergo a Working With 
Children Check, in order to ensure the safety of all students at the Edenhope College. 
The process is a simple one, which the College will guide you through. Volunteering 
at school is a rewarding experience and is an easy way to show your child that their 
education is important to you. Just let your child’s teacher know if you would like to 
become a volunteer. 

 

The College Buses 
 

All College buses have Prefects. Bus Prefects are older students, who try to control 
behaviour and report any problems to Ron Cerbasi, the Assistant Principal. The 
Assistant Principal is in charge of anything to do with the buses. Any questions you 
have can be asked to him directly or through another teacher. All buses for next year 
have room for our Preps in 2010. Your child may use a school bus to travel into 
school during the Transition Program. A teacher will be waiting for them when they 
get off the bus. If your child will be on a bus for the Transition Days then please ring 
and let the College know. It may be necessary for your child to be assigned a bus 
buddy who can sit next to them and help them if required. It is important to remember 
that all transition students will need to be picked up at 12:30pm each Transition Day, 
as the buses do not run until 3:30pm.
