EDENHOPE

Edenhope College is very excited to be hosting such a special 
event. The pre-1919 vehicles are t ravelling from Naracoorte 
via Langkoop to Apsley for Morning Tea at approx 10.30am 
on Friday 8 May and then continuing on to Edenhope College.  
 

They will travel past the hospital on the main road and then be 
marshalled into the College via the Roundabout on Elizabeth 
Street to the front oval of the College. The cars will start 
arriving approx 12.00 – 1.00 pm to display vehicles at the 
College and have lunch. They will be at the College until 2.00 
pm and then they will venture past the Nursing Home along 
Lake Street. 
 

The College Teen Cuisine is catering for the 140+ vehicles 
that include 240 partic ipants and will o ffer to the community a 
BBQ and tea and coffee at cost. We have sent invitations to 
schools and car enthusiasts from the surrounding and 
Horsham area, to take in this wonderfu l opportunity.  
 

The 2009 National Veteran Rally celebrates 75 years of the 
Sporting Car Club of SA with its Veteran Car section. This 
began the veteran vehicle movement in Australia in 1934. 
 

Up until the end of World War 1 (1918), there were hundreds 
of car and motorcycle makers. The vehicles were often named 
after the men who designed and built them, and anyone who 
had some interesting ideas that could be manufactured, made 
their version of a car or motorcycle, so there were many, many 
different names. 
 

During World War 1, many car makers changed to making 
trucks, guns and ammunition, and because there was less 
demand for cars, some factories closed down or merged eg 
International, White, Thorny Croft, Albion and some gun 
makers went back to making cars and motorcycles such as FN, 
BSA, Enfield and Hotchkiss. There are not many vehicles now 
with names that BEGAN BEFORE World War 1. 
 

 

Veteran “muscle car” 
coming to Edenhope!  

 

There will be many surprises on the road to Edenhope when 
the Sporting Car Club’s 2009 Nat ional Veteran Rally visits on 
Friday 8 May not least of all is a genuine veteran era “muscle 
car”! 
 

Rally Organiser, Julian McNeil, says many people have the 
wrong impression of motor vehicles built in the early years of 
the 20th   century assuming they were all small, low powered 
mach ines but this period was also a time of vast 
experimentation resulting in some surprisingly big and fast 
vehicles hitting the roads. 
 

Edenhope College will be host to nearly 150 cars and 
motorbikes built before 1919. One of these rare and powerful 
“beasts” will be paying a visit – a 1914 Paige speedster.  
 

Owned by Peter Adams from Boolaroo in New South Wales, 
the American-built Paige was a true ‘muscle car’ of the 
veteran era with a 4-litre, 4-cy linder engine capable o f pushing 
the car to speeds of more than 140kph in its heyday. 
 

 In its earlier days the Paige was used as a speedway car but    
following a breakdown was left  with its engine dismant led in a       
shed for about 40 years before Peter ‘rescued’ it. Even now at 
the age of 95 the Paige cruises along at near 80kph. 
 

 At one stage the Paige Automobile Company advertised its 
cars as “The Fastest Cars in the World” with many capable of 
more than 160 kph – a truly dizzying speed during an era of 
poor roads and questionable brakes! 
 

 Such large vehicles were quite often very expensive in their 
day and so did not sell in vast numbers. 
 

 Produced at a time when a Model ‘T’ Ford was selling for a 
few hundreds dollars many of these larger, faster machines 
were selling for many thousands of dollars quite often equal to 
many years average wages for the period. 
 

 This adds to their rarity today as very few of these early 
powerful cars have survived the trials and tribulations of 
nearly a century of ‘h igh performance’ driv ing. 
 

The 2009 National Veteran Rally is hosted by the Sporting  
Car Club of South Australia. 
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
