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In Week 8, all Mrs Pfitzner’s piano 
lessons will be held on 31 August – a 
MONDAY. Rehearsals for the AMEB 
Music Exams will be held also, as the 
exams are scheduled for Tuesday 1 
September.

Mrs Pfitzner – Piano Teacher 
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The Australian Sports Commission’s Active After-school 
Communit ies (AASC) program and Diabetes Australia have 
formed an exciting partnership and are asking children around 
Australia to Turn  to Sport for Good Health. 
 

From 17 to 28 August, nearly 150,000 children around 
Australia part icipating in the AASC program will take part in 
a huge array of sporting activities to learn how sport helps 
them to be active and healthy. 
 

Every AASC school or after-school centre will record how 
many passes each of their children make, with an overall goal 
of 1.5 million passes – that’s one sporting pass for every 
Australian with diabetes* (*1.5 million estimate proved by 
Diabetes Australia).  
 

Edenhope’s AASC program will have a special one hour 
Sporting Passes Challenge session on Tuesday 25 August. 
Other children are also being given the opportunity to 
participate by earning BONUS passes during play times and at 
home. Children have a BONUS pass card to record all the 
extra passes they make during recess and lunch, at home after 
school, or on the weekends.  
 

What counts as a pass?  A pass can be a traditional pass of a 
ball or object between two players either in a stationary 
position (i.e.: “throw and catch”) or via a game (ie: netball 
pass in a game of netball).  
 

Ideas for passes are: 
·  Shoot basketball hoops and catch the rebound. 
·  Kick a football or soccer ball against a wall. 
·  Pass and catch a ball with a friend. 
·  See how long you can keep a hacky sack in the air. 
·  Hit a ball to each other, for example, tennis. 
·   

To achieve AASC’s Australia-wide goal of 1.5 million passes, 
Edenhope needs to achieve an average of 350 passes per 
participating child. This total can include BONUS passes 
which are recorded on the Bonus pass cards. 
 

The BONUS pass cards will encourage students to achieve 
275 passes at home prior to next  Tuesday’s challenge (which 
equates to one pass for every Australian diagnosed with 
diabetes each day). These passes can be accumulated with 
their parents/guardians and siblings and/or at school during 
lunch/recess time.  
 

If 275 bonus passes are completed prior to Edenhope’s 
challenge, an average of another 75 passes, per child, will be 
required on the afternoon of the Sporting Passes Challenge 
during Edenhope’s AASC program next Tuesday. 
 

Healthy habi ts start young, so parents are encouraged to 
get out there and have some fund with your children, and 
don’t forget to sign their BONUS pass card when they’re 
done.
