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Our presentation on The Water Cycle taught the audience 
about precipitation, collection, condensation, evaporation and 
transpiration. We spent a lot of time on our photo stories about 
water. Our water experiments were a big hit. First we asked 
the audience to guess how many drops of water we could fit 
on a 10 cent coin before it overflowed. They couldn’t believe 
that the coin could fit thirty-three drops of water. Our second 
experiment had a nearly full g lass of water. We asked the 
audience to guess how many 10 cent coins we could fit in 
before the water overflowed. We needed to get more 10 cent 
coins because we didn’t have enough. We all counted together 
and the glass held forty-three ten cent coins before it 
overflowed.
