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The Science Facu lty will have 
an Astronomy Evening next  
Wednesday 3 June between 
7.00pm and 9.00pm on the 
College’s front oval. The Year 
11 Physics class at present is 
studying Astronomy and will be 
on hand to assist visitors to 
understand some of the more 
interesting aspects of our night 
sky.  
 

The College’s telescope has a 200mm / 8inch objective lens 
diameter with 1000mm focal length and 31.7mm / 50mm 
focuser. It features F/5 ratio, 9x50 finderscope and an 
equatorial mount with tripod. It also includes two Super 20 
and 10mm eyepieces. This instrument is certainly a powerful 
telescope and a very serious instrument for observing the 
fantastic night sky here in Edenhope. 
 

Everyone one is welcome to have a look at the night sky.  
Some points that will be investigated during the evening will 
be the Moon, Binary stars, Saturn and its rings and other 
planets that are visible on the evening. We will also have an 
in-depth look into the Milky Way.  
 

Weather could upset our viewing plans, however if it is NOT 
raining and you can see stars, then the Science Facu lty and 
the Year 11 Physics Students would love to see you here next 
Wednesday evening.

On Open Day, you can visit an institution when it’s at its best. 
Everyone is there – academics, lecturers, current students and 
informat ion officers. More importantly, you can talk with 
academics, lecturers and current students about what certain 
courses actually like, and what is required to get into them.

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Anyone who is thinking of studying at a tertiary level in the 
next few years.  
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Apart from the opportunity to obtain course informat ion there 
are many other reasons why attending an Open Day is a good 
idea:  
 
• You are going to feel more comfortable arriving at a 
university or TAFE institute on the first day of classes if you 
have been there before. 
  
• What is really involved in the course or courses you are 
interested in?  
 
• If you have to move away from home, where are you going 
to live?  
 
• Will you be happier studying in a large metropolitan 
institution or a smaller, perhaps rural institution?

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To make your Open Day visits fun and informative, here are 
some pointers:  
 
• Write down a list of questions you would like to ask about 
particular courses . 
 
• Be there early. Crowds tend to develop as the day 
progresses. 
 
• On arrival, get a map from a central point and ask for 
directions to the relevant faculties or schools . 
 
• Ask questions!  
 
• Don’t spend the day collecting printed information only. Use 
the opportunity to speak directly with academics before 
applications close.

• Introduce yourself to selection officers if you feel it is 
appropriate, but don’t be pushy.  
 
• Check out the residential colleges, if availab le. After all, it is 
you they need to live there.  
 
• Walk around the campus. Have a good look! See what 
sporting facilit ies and other services are available.  
 
Not everyone can attend every Open Day and various 
institutions’ Open Days often clash with each other. If you 
can’t attend Open Day and you are interested in a particular 
institution, you may visit at other times. If you wish to speak 
to a particular person, it is essential to make an appointment 
first. 
�
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You are encouraged to attend the Open Day for any university 
or TAFE Institute that you are considering applying for after 
complet ing Year 12.  
They are generally held on Sundays from 10.00am–4.00pm, 
although some smaller institutions close their Open Day at 
3.00pm. 
 
Points to consider: 
 
1. Co llect informat ion/booklets about the Open Day before 
you attend – from Mr Brokus at the Careers Office or on 
university/TAFE websites. Sometimes lectures and 
informat ion sessions are run at Open Days – you need to be 
there at the correct time.  
 
2. Allow suffic ient time for your visit; two hours or so would 
be wise. 
 
3. Speak to staff members about the course/s you are 
interested in. Have your questions ready before you attend 
(consider having them written down beforehand). Ask about 
career opportunities.  
 
4. Speak to students who are studying the course that interests 
you. They will be able to give you information from their 
perspective.  
 
5. Co llect  information/brochures about courses that interest 
you.   
 
6. Check out the buildings/environment where you will be 
studying; would you be happy studying there for three or four 
years?  
 
7. Consider the facilit ies offered for your course compared 
with those at other institutions you might consider.  
 
8. Be aware that if you plan to apply for a course involving an 
interview/ folio presentation as part of the application process 
then you are likely to be asked what you learned about the 
course at Open Day. Attendance is vital.  
 
It is not too early to start your Open day visits in Year 9 or 
Year 10. Leaving it  until Year 12 could, in fact, be a 
disadvantage to you if you wish to visit a number of 
universities or TAFE Institutes.
