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The use of mobile phones by students at Edenhope College 
has been the subject of much discussion during recent weeks. 
Mobile phone mis-use by students is one of the few recurrent 
discipline issues that teachers and the student management 
team are needing to constantly follow through on, which is 
disappointing. 
 

Please find in this issue of Whytalla a revised Acceptable Use 
Policy for Mobile Phones, for parent, staff and student 
feedback that attempts to address some of the regular issues 
that the current policy does not. I have highlighted two key 
revisions below. 
 

Existing Po licy : 
4. Acceptable Uses 
Mobile phones must be switched off and out of sight (this 
includes accessories) during classroom lessons. 

Revised Policy: 
4. Acceptable Uses 
Mobile phones must not be taken to classes. 
 

Also, under 5. New clause is added:  
*Confiscation is of the mobile phone or other electronic 
device and all its components, including SIM card, battery 
and cords. 
 

Thank you to staff and College Council Policy and Planning 
Committee and other members for their input so far to the 
revised version. 
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Thank you to Miss Bothe, Mrs McCann and Mr Neall, who 
with input from our curriculum program leaders have written a 
draft version of a new VCE Accelerated Learning Policy. 
 

At Edenhope College, it is our goal to provide a 
comprehensive range of learn ing opportunities to maximise 
student outcomes at the VCE level. This new policy provides 
the framework for decision making around accelerated 
learning for our Years 10 and 11 students.

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Tarren Burchell-Kester, Rachael Lloyd, Julie MacDonald, 
Nathan Ough, Kristina Pahl, James Rainsford, Tara Smith and 
Alison Welsby successfully completed one of their Bio logy 
school assessment tasks at The University of Melbourne. They 
studied the pattern of inheritance of fruit flies. The students 
anaesthetised the flies using carbon dioxide and viewed them 
under a stereomicroscope. They looked at the progeny of the 
first and second generation of wild type flies mated with 
mutant flies to work out the pattern of inheritance. 
 

They also used some of the techniques that geneticists use in 
genetic engineering to determine if a copper resistance gene 
had been successfully inserted into bacteria. 
 

The students were amongst approximately one hundred and 
twenty other Year 12 Bio logy students working in a 
laboratory. They received the experience of working in 
university facilities and the way lectures and demonstrations 
are delivered. It  was also an excellent chance to use equipment 
and techniques they are required to study in their course. 
 

It was a long day, with a 6.00am start and 10.30 pm fin ish, but 
most of the students enjoyed the practical activities, 
experiencing Melbourne’s crowded public transport and 
shopping in their free time.

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Criteria for Year 10 students wanting to complete VCE Units 1 & 2  
·  No more than one unit can be selected 

·  Students must satisfactorily complete unit 1 to continue with unit 2. 
·  Recommendation proforma signed by the year level coordinators (middle and senior school) and relevant teacher. 
·  Students choosing VCE subjects will need to drop at least one elective study. 
·  A suitable study timetable will be allocated for study periods. 

·  The relevant Unit 1 teacher has the right to indicate the student’s suitability to continue with the particular study. A 
review of Un it 1 studies will occur prior to beginning Unit 2. The proforma will need to be signed by all concerned 
prior to beginning Unit 2. 

·  Students selecting VCE studies will be assessed by all relevant staff that they have the academic capabilities to not 
only to complete a Unit 1 & 2 study, but to also finish all Year 10 studies to an acceptable standard as deemed by 
each of the student’s Year 10 teachers. 

·  Students selecting VCE studies will be assessed as to their maturity to complete a Un it 3 & 4 study during Year 11. 
·   

Criteria for Year 11 Students wanting to complete VCE Uni ts 3 & 4  
·  No more than two Unit 3 & 4 studies or one Unit 3 & 4 study plus VET 3 & 4 
·  Cannot include English Un its 3 & 4 
·  Must have passed all Un its 1 & 2 studies attempted in Year 10. 
·  Recommendation proforma signed by the current / relevant teacher and senior school coordinator 
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This policy will be reviewed as part of the school’s three-year review cycle.

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Revised for School Community Feedback – July 2009 

This policy applies to all electronic communication, music and game playing devices (MP3s, iPODs, gameboys etc) other than 
an appropriate electronic calculator used for study purposes. 
 

1. Purpose 
1.1 Edenhope College has established the following Acceptable Use Policy for mobile phones that provides teachers, 

students and parents guidelines and instructions for the appropriate use of mobile phones during school hours. 
1.2 The Acceptable Use Policy for mobile phones also applies to students during College excursions, camps and extra 

curricular activ ities. 
2. Rationale – Personal Safety and Security   

Edenhope College accepts that providing a child with a mobile phone may reassure some parents that they can contact their 
child quickly at any time. Nonetheless, the College does not recommend that students bring mobile phones to school, nor 
does it take any responsibility for loss of, or damage to phones on the way to or from school, or at school, and students 
should always store them in a secure place. The College Office remains a vital and appropriate point of contact and can 
ensure your child is reached quickly, and assisted in any appropriate way – 5585 1277. 

3. Responsibility 
3.1 It is the responsibility of students who bring mobile phones onto College premises to adhere to the guidelines outlined 

in this document. 
3.2 The decision to provide a mobile phone to their child should be made by parents. 
3.3 Parents should be aware if their child takes a mobile phone onto College premises. 

4. Acceptable Uses 
Mobile phones must not be taken to classes. They may only be accessed outside of the College buildings before school, 
during recesses and lunchtimes, and afterschool. If a family emergency occurs during class time, then parents are requested to 
phone the College Office, who can arrange contact with the student(s) concerned. Any issues can be discussed with the Student 
Wellbeing Manager or Principal/Assistant Principal. (A phone could be monitored by the SWM / member of staff for 
important phone calls during class time.) 

5. Unacceptable Uses 
5.1 Mobile phones must not be used to make calls with in the College buildings. 
5.2 Mobile phones must not be seen in locker bays, passageways, classrooms, or anywhere in the College build ings. 
5.3 Should a teacher sight a student with a mobile phone in the College buildings, including classrooms, the responsible 

student will have their phone immediately confiscated* by the teacher, who will then hand the phone in at the College 
Office. *Confiscation is of the mobile phone or other electronic device and all its components, including SIM card, 
battery and cords. 

6. Consequences of Unacceptable Uses 
6.1 For a first confiscation, the mobile phone will be returned to its owner at the end of the same school day. 
6.2 For a second confiscation, the mobile phone will be returned to its owner at the end of the next school day. 
6.3 For a third confiscation, the mobile phone will be returned to its owner at the end of five school days. 
6.4 For a fourth confiscation, the student will face d isciplinary action and / or a parent / guardian interview and a ban on 

bringing the device to school. 
7. Theft or damage 

7.1 The College accepts no responsibility for mobile phones that are lost, stolen or damaged at school. 
7.2 The College accepts no responsibility fo r students who lose or have their mobile phones stolen while travelling to and 

from school. 
7.3 Students are strongly advised to use password/pin numbers to ensure that unauthorised phone calls cannot be made on 

their phones. Students must keep their password/pin numbers confidential. Mobile phones and/or passwords may not be 
shared. 

8. Inappropriate conduct 
Students will face disciplinary actions as sanctioned by the Principal fo r any of the following: 
8.1 Using a mobile phone to cheat in exams or assessments. 
8.2 Using a mobile phone camera (photos or films) feature. 
8.3 Employing vulgar, derogatory, or obscene language while using a mobile phone.* 
8.4 Engaging in personal attacks, harassing another person, or posting private information about another person using SMS 

messages, taking/sending photos or objectionable images, or phone calls. 
8.5 Using a mobile phone to bully other students. * 

*It is a criminal offence to use a mobile phone to menace, harass or offend another person. As such, if action as sanctioned 
by the Principal or student council is deemed ineffective, or depending on the nature of the inappropriate conduct, as with all 
such incidents, the College may consider it appropriate to involve the police.
