The Australia-wide National Assessment Programitefdcy
and numeracy tests (previously the State-wide A8dtihg
program) will provide schools and the system wittieailed
understanding of an individual student’s progress.

This data will provide additional information fogdchers that
will assist them to develop comprehensive planssfadents
to ensure that they continue to improve.

The data will also support school planning and sieak
making regarding professional learning and targeisd of
resources.

At the system level, the results of these compagatiational
assessments will provide information for evidenesdsd
decision making about policy and resourcing.

The report will also show how the child performadrée lation
to national benchmark standards. These benchmasgsride
minimum acceptable standards for students acrossraéiia.

valuable in helping them to assess their child’sgpess in
Literacy and Numeracy.
